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International Aid has developed a strategy for Medical Equipment Trainind X kh&t
includes the provision of repair manuals, tool Kits, test equipment and training workshops
for hospital maintenance workers in developing countries.

International Aid is currently conducting or
supervising MET courses at host colleges in
Ghana, Honduras, Kosovo and the
Philippines. The Kosovo and Philippine
projects have been nationalized. Other sites
are being explored for potential partnerships.

We have three formats to choose from through
which we conduct six four-week training
sessions (24 weeks). In Ghana and the
Philippines are conducted in two four-week
sessions per year over three years. And in
Honduras we are running all six four-week sessions

students from Democratic Republic of Congo, Ethiopia, Ghana, Kenya, Liberia,
Nigeria, Sierra Leone and Zimbabwe.

Health workers who receive training on the repair and maintenance of biomedical
equipment and health workers who use that equipment in the diagnosis and treatment
of disease will directly benefit from this program. Patients of all ages,seek

medical assistance requiring diagnostic tests or needing biomedical equiipnthent



provision of theircare will also benefit significantly. This program has the potential
to impact the health and well-being of many millions of people in each project
country.
