Through the grace of God, the TriMedx
Foundation has finally become a reality, and the work has just begun. What started out as
a simple cry for help has now become a
vision and mission of intense magnitude.
Who would have guessed that there was
such a need, and TriMedx had so much to
offer?

When | received an email forwarded to me

by Greg Ranger, the Director of Clinical

Engineering at St. Vincent Indianapolis

Hospital at the time, | never dreamed it

would evolve into such a worthy cause.

The message was a request for help from a
Sister working at a the CRUDEM mission hospital in Milot, Haiti, which simaig,s
“We received the three pieces of donated X-ray equipment and are trululgtaie
unfortunately, we are unable to get them functional. We cannot figure out what to do next
and have a team of surgeons arriving here next month. They will not be able to do their
work without it. Can you send help, please?” That message came from the Ascension
Health National Headquarters in St. Louis.

We went to Haiti and repaired the equipment, but what we discovered there id the rea
story. The units were uncrated in Cap Haitian and put on the back of an old pick-up
truck. The roads were very poor and the equipment bounced around in the back of the
truck for the entire 20 mile trip to Milot. By the time the equipment arrived at the

mission hospital, every PC board in the units had become dislodged and some cables
were torn out. We were able to get the units running in about a day and then we spent the
next six days repairing almost everything we put our hands on. Nothing was working
there -- they had a lot of old medical equipment but nothing workiedV could they

function like this? Since there were no technical resources to fix anything, equipment
just stayed broken or they waited until other donated equipment arrived from dse stat
We didn't know it then but that was the start of the TriMedx Foundation. Our technicians
and management team felt that we couldn't leave them without the support to repair the
equipment they had just received. When we returned to Indianapolis, we made it our
mission to help the hospital in Milot on a regular basis. We managed to squeak out an
airline ticket and some spare parts from our already tight budget. We naaté.it

The people in Milot were grateful to have someone help them. They made room for us
when we visited and treated us like dignitaries. Soon other medical missions heard about
our mission work. As TriMedx began to grow and became more successful, we decided
that our calling was to give back to society, using the talents and opportuniti€otha

has given us. Our mission work is now a part of our culture at TriMedx.



We return from each mission trip with new stories about how we
are meeting the needs#ubrfe groups we are working with. Our

work has inspired others to work with us. Many of our business
partners, customers, and vendors provide help in the form of
donating resources, money, equipment, parts, and supplies.
TriMedx also continued to donate greater amounts of support in
terms of increasing our budget to fund airfare and technicians'
salaries while they are on mission trips. Other support just seems
to be there every time we need it.

Five years later, our mission project has become a 503c charitable
foundation. We have access to over 200 biomed, radiology, and
laboratory technicians to support our mission trips. We have

access to over 5,000 vendors that can provide parts and supplies when we need them. Our
warehouse space is leased to us at a discounted rate and is now set up with equipment
ready to be distributed to mission sites all over the world. Volunteer technicians ha
traveled to sites such as Haiti, Cuba, Ecuador, Bolivia, Guatemala, Mexiap, Per

Ethiopia, Kenya, Malawi, the Ukraine, and the Philippines, and we are planning for new
mission sites in FY06.

The miraculous thing about all of this is that it has really taken verydifibet to make it
work. God has made this come together in a way that could not have been planned or
